Others have followed in his fo Isteps, just
as they followed him when he introduced
the first British all-star tango band.

Four years ago, Geraldo decided that the
tume was ripe for an innovation. Everv
one in the West End to whom he mentoned
his idea was extremely sceptical.

He reached the
supreme pinnacle last
yvear when his tango
band was selected to ap-
pear at the Royal Com-
mand Performance,

Geraldo then decided
that the public wanted
something new again.,
So Sweet Music was
born ., . .

He decided upon
this, partly as a result
of hearing so many
hot bands and realising

tume. Principally, it was the latter reason.

A\s with his tango band, so it is with
Sweet Music.  Others are following his
lead, and are reverting to melody.  So far,
none has done so with the success which has
attended Geraldo's cfiort. The reason for
this is that he plays sweet music in the true
sense of the word—all the time. Bur it
is also swing music. He has a prand
rhythm section, no brass, and very sweet-
toned saxophones. In time he hopes to
introduce a brass section which will be
somewhat distinctive in its methods.

To hear just what this band and its leader
can really do, I recommend to fans and
sCeptics alike his two Lucnr discs, Romantic
Medley, and Geraldo in T These
are semi-symphonic arlcuuunx on twelve
inch plartens,
seventeen.

They arc quite sensational, To hear
Geraldo and his Sweet Music try | Bring
You Sweet Music, his signature tune. To
hear real swing-and-sweet music, in the best
American manner, there is nothing better
than his recording of WWhen | Hn.r} onr Voice,
from Anna Neagle’s film, ** The Queen’s
Affair.” It is backed by a typical (JL'.llun
tango, called I Lore You So, which he wrote
specially tor the picture,

Geraldo wished me to make one thing
perfectly clear. He has not til-pcn-cﬂ
with his tango band. It is incorporated
in his Sweet Music, and plavs every after-
noon alone at the Savoy Hotel.

Just over average heighe, swarthy, with
soft brown eves in which can usually be
found a smile, Geraldo is a very pleasant
companion, He carries himself proudly,
1s well-mannered, and an asset to the
prntuslun.
